Compass incubator program in knowledge circulation 

The incubator program is for late-stage PhD-students and early career researchers who are interested in developing research with a knowledge circulation aspect. The program consists of two seminars that will help you develop ideas and transform them into publications and/or applications. The program is also a great networking opportunity where you will meet both junior and senior researchers with an interest in knowledge circulation.  

The incubator program is held during spring 2023 and consists of two seminars held in Norrköping. To prepare for each seminar there will be some readings (1-2 articles) that will be distributed to participants about 1 week before the seminar. Overview:

· Seminar 1 (15 May, 13-16): Introduction of Compass and Knowledge circulation as a framework. Presentation of participants and ideas. Grants office, funding landscape with specific focus on knowledge circulation. Developing ideas. 
· Seminar 2 (TBD according to participants’ availability): Pitching, draft writing, outreach. Setting your own knowledge in motion.
